(2)	 For the purposes of an application for a buyers licence under Section 5 or a request by a licence 
holder to renew a buyers licence under Section 14, the Minister may require proof that the applicant, 
the licence holder or a representative acceptable to the Minister has successfully completed a 
training course recognized by the Minister with respect to the handling of the species of fish or fish 
products specified by the Minister.
