The Governor in Council on the report and recommendation of the Minister of Health and Wellness dated April
7, 2011, and pursuant to Section 19 of Chapter 203 of the Revised Statutes of Nova Scotia, 1989, the Homes for
Special Care Act, is pleased to amend the Homes for Special Care Regulations, N.S. Reg. 127/77, made by the
Governor in Council by Order in Council 77-1261 dated October 11, 1977, to allow long-term care facilities to
accept medication orders from pharmacists, in the manner set out in Schedule “A” attached to and forming part
of the report and recommendation, effective on and after May 3, 2011.

Schedule “A”

Amendment to the Homes for Special Care Regulations
made by the Governor in Council pursuant to Section 19 of Chapter 203

of the Revised Statutes of Nova Scotia, 1989, 
the Homes for Special Care Act

The Homes for Special Care Regulations, N.S. Reg. 127/77, made by the Governor in Council by Order in
Council 77-1261 dated October 11, 1977, are amended by repealing Section 41 and substituting the following
Section:
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41 (1) Except as provided in subsections (2) and (3), all orders for medication must be in writing and must
be signed by 1 of the following:

(a) a medical practitioner registered under the Medical Act;  

(b) a nurse practitioner registered under the Registered Nurses Act;

(c) if appropriate protocols have been established under the Pharmacist Drug Prescribing
Regulations made under the Pharmacy Act, a pharmacist registered under the Pharmacy Act.

(2) In a home for special care where a registered nurse is required by Section 18 to be on duty, a
registered nurse may accept a verbal order for medication from any of the persons listed in
subsection (1) in any of the following circumstances:

(a) in an emergency;

(b) when the medication does not require a prescription.

(3) In a home for special care where a registered nurse is not required by Section 18 to be on duty, the
administrator, or a person designated by the administrator who is qualified to administer medications
in the facility, may accept a verbal order for medication from any of the persons listed in subsection
(1) in any of the following circumstances:

(a) in an emergency;

(b) when the medication does not require a prescription.

(4) A verbal order for medication accepted under subsection (2) or (3) must be set down in writing and
signed by the medical practitioner, nurse practitioner or pharmacist who issued the verbal order no
later than 72 hours after the verbal order was issued.
