2 These regulations apply to any highway that is subject to the Public Highways Act.

Limitation on parking

3 Notwithstanding that certain traffic signs have been erected which may permit motor vehicles to park or
stand upon sections of highway during the hours stated thereon, no owner, driver or person having control
or custody of any vehicle shall park such vehicle upon any highway in Appendix A or any highway in the
communities listed in Appendix A:

in such a manner as to hinder, inconvenience or prevent the removal of snow or ice from such
highway unless it is attended by a person authorized and capable of operating it on a highway;

stopped.
