February 11, 2016, and pursuant to Section 37 of Chapter 367 of the Revised Statutes of Nova Scotia, 1989, the
Provincial Parks Act, is pleased to amend the Provincial Parks Regulations, N.S. Reg 69/89, made by the
Governor in Council by Order in Council 89-579 dated May 16, 1989, to implement a discount on campsite fees
for veterans in provincial parks, in the manner set forth in Schedule “A” attached to and forming part of the
report and recommendation, effective on and after May 17, 2016.

Schedule “A”

Amendment to the Provincial Parks Regulations
made by the Governor in Council pursuant to Section 37 of
Chapter 367 of the Revised Statutes of Nova Scotia, 1989,

the Provincial Parks Act

1 Section 2 of the Provincial Parks Regulations, N.S. Reg. 69/89, made by the Governor in Council by
Order in Council 89-579 dated May 16, 1989, is amended by

(a) striking out the clause letter before each definition; and

(b) adding the following definition where it belongs in alphabetical order:

“veteran” means a veteran as defined in the Veterans’ Number Plates Regulations made under
the Motor Vehicle Act;

(5) A discount under this Section must not be combined with a veteran’s discount under subsection
17A(1).

Veterans
17A (1) Despite the fees for campsite permits prescribed in Sections 16 and 16A, a veteran may be

issued a campsite permit for a fee of $2.35 less than the prescribed fee per day, inclusive of
any applicable tax, if the veteran

(a) is obtaining the permit for their own personal use of the campsite; and

(b) shows proof of eligibility to the park attendant.

(2) For the purpose of subsection (1), proof of eligibility may be shown by producing any of the
following:
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(a) a Canadian Forces Certificate of Service or an equivalent document issued by another
Commonwealth country or a wartime ally of Canada, or a document that verifies the
veteran’s service in the merchant navy;

(b) a Record of Service Card–NDI 75 issued by the Department of National Defence;

(c) a Canadian Forces identification card plus a Member’s Personnel Record Résumé;

(d) identification issued by the Royal Canadian Mounted Police to a retired member;

(e) a veteran’s licence plate issued under the Motor Vehicle Act or its equivalent from
another jurisdiction;

(f) any proof that the park attendant considers acceptable. 

(3) Unless otherwise approved by the park attendant, a permit issued under subsection (1)
authorizes the holder to occupy the campsite with any of the following persons, but only if
there are no more than 6 persons occupying the campsite:

(a) the holder’s spouse;

(b) 1 or more other veterans;

(c) any person 17 years old or younger. 

(4) A person who is 18 years old or older and is not included in the list of persons in subsection
(3) must not occupy a campsite under a permit held by a veteran unless the prescribed fee for
a campsite permit is paid pursuant to Section 16 or 16A.

(5) A discount under this Section must not be combined with a senior citizen’s discount under
subsection 17(1).
