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Introduction

The Department of Municipal Affairs and Housing compiles municipal indicators on behalf of the Nova Scotia 
Government and the Association of Municipal Administrators of Nova Scotia (AMANS) that focus on three areas:

•  financial matters;  
•  administration of the municipality; and  
•  characteristics of the community.  

This report creates a snapshot from those financial and demographic statistics to help community members and 
decision makers better understand:

•  the municipality in which they live;  
•  the municipality's key characteristics; and  
•  the municipality's financial risks.  

For example, the snapshot makes it easy to:

•  compare the Three-Year Change in Tax Base indicator to understand the municipality's revenue growth in 
   comparison to cost of living; and  
•  use the change in population to indicate whether a community's population is growing or declining and its 
   potential impact on municipal revenues and expenses.  
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Municipalities are diverse and operate within unique demographic and economic characteristics. These 
characteristics have a significant impact on municipal performance and subsequent strategies required to ensure 
a sustainable environment. This chapter outlines the unique demographic and economic characteristics of the 
Municipality, specifically its composition, population trends, demographics, median household income levels, 
employment rates, and educational attainment. The municipal profile trends could have impacts on the current 
and potential future tax base for a municipality.

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Chapter 4 - Financial Condition Indicators:
House Model

The Financial Condition Indicators (FCIs) condense multiple sources of information into a single visual 
“House Model” graph. The House Model gives a quick visual of a municipality’s strengths and possible 
areas where a municipality may want to focus its attention.

The Model:

The Model consists of twelve indicators organized into base, structure and roof, focusing on:
• Base: Three indicators relating to internal and external factors that could impact the municipality's    

    revenue stream.
• Structure: Five financial indicators that concern management and debt; and
• Roof: Four key performance indicators, that reflect the municipality's ability to meet current and  

    future needs in a balanced and independent manner.

Risk thresholds:

Each indicator is assessed against a risk threshold:
• low risk (green);
• moderate risk (yellow) ; and
• high risk (red).

Overall assessment:

The Department calculates an overall assessment for fiscal instability:
• low risk (green): 9-12 FCIs meet low risk threshold;
• moderate risk (yellow) : 7-8 FCIs meet low risk threshold; and
• high risk (red): 6 or less FCIs meet low risk threshold.

For Comparison:

Prior years included the 5-Year Budget Accuracy as a financial condition indicator. Due to the impact
of COVID-19, use of the 5-Year Budget Accuracy indicator has been suspended for 2020-2021 and
2021-2022. Its future inclusion or possible replacement will be re-evaluated for the 2022-2023
municipal reports.
